He has
served RI as district governor, Council on Legislation repre-
sentative (1992 and 1995), International Assembly group
discussion leader and moderator, zone trainer, Rotary
information counselor, committee and task force member, RI
president's representative, and aide to the RI president.

As a member of the Board of Directors, he served as chair
of the Executive committee, Administration Committee, and
Audit Committee.

Additionally, he has served The Rotary Foundation as a
consultant to the Development Committee; national advisor
for the Permanent Fund Initiative; regional Rotary Foundation
coordinator; member of the International PolioPlus Commit-
tee, Permanent Fund Leadership Team, and PolioPlus
Speakers Bureau; and moderator of the regional Rotary
Foundation coordinator training program. He served as
trustee in 2006-10 and vice chair in 2008-09. He also has
been a member and vice chair of the Future Vision Commit-
tee.

In 2013-14, Ron will serve as president of Rotary Interna-
tional. Ron has received the RI Service Above Self Award
and the Foundation's Citation for Meritorious Service,
Distinguished Service Award, and International Service
Award for a Polio-Free World. He and his wife, Jetta, are
Paul Harris Fellows, Benefactors, Major Donors, and mem-
bers of the Paul Harris Society, Bequest Society, and Arch C.

What an honor it is for me to be your District Rotary Foundation Committee Chair (DRFCC) for the
next three years. We are blessed to have Cookie, Patrick Eakes and Larry Lassiter to lead our
district for the 2013 - 2016 Rotary years. We also have a dedicated and knowledgeable Foundation
Advocates and Committee Chairs who are eager to help. We all owe a deep debt of gratitude to
PDG Charles Allen, my predecessor, who has effectively led us during the Pilot phase of Future
Vision. Because of his leadership, our district is well positioned to take full advantage of the new
grants model.

Our Goals

Because of the stellar work PDG Charles Allen and his team have done in implementing the new
grants model, our primary goals this year is to enhance giving to our foundation's Annual Fund that
supports the wonderful work we do in our communities and around the world. The ways we can
increase our Foundation giving is twofold, both of which are attainable by all 52 clubs. The first
goal is that ALL clubs attain 100% Sustaining status. This means that each club member donates a
minimum of $100 to our foundation before June 30, 2014. Our district is currently 3rd in the world
in the number of Sustaining Members (over 70%). Wouldn't it be wonderful that we become 1st in
the world? The second goal is that ALL clubs maintain their 100% Paul Harris status. Whereas
District 7690 was the first district in the world to attain this prestigious status, not all our clubs have
maintained it. By doing so, we increase our support to our foundation. These goals are truly
attainable and if any district in the world can accomplish these, District 7690 Rotarians can.

Our Challenge

Ron Burton, our Rotary International President for 2013 - 14 challenged his 538 District Governors
to make a contribution to the Rotary Foundation before their year began on July 1. All 538 did just
that giving them the designation "FIRST CLASS." DG Cookie made the same challenge to her
2013 -14 Presidents and all 52 Presidents has done so making them "FIRST CLASS PRESI-
DENTS." | now want to challenge every Rotarian in our district to make a minimum $100 donation
to the Rotary Foundation this year making all of us "FIRST CLASS CLUB MEMBERS" and for every
club with 100% participation, "FIRST CLASS CLUBS." Those clubs attaining this status will be
recognized at the District Conference at the Grove Park Inn in May 2014.

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Thomasville Receives RI Significant

Achievement Award
On Wednesday June 19th, DG Rick Snider presented the
Thomasville Rotary Club with the Rotary International
Significant Achievement Award in recognition of their
community efforts to address childhood obesity through
the Children at Play Initiative.
By reaching out to local foundations, businesses, indi-
viduals, and the city government, the Thomasville Rotary
Club was able to raise nearly $300,000 to refurbish seven
playgrounds in Thomasville city parks. The Children at
Play Initiative project goes beyond simply replacing
equipment and also includes efforts to reverse childhood
obesity. Reversing the childhood obesity epidemic in
Thomasville is a two-phased, grassroots approach to
improve the play infrastructure within local parks, and to
institute programs and education to increase physical
activity among children.
The RI Significant Achievement Award recognizes club
projects that address a significant problem or need in the
local community, and enhance the image of Rotary in the
community. Only projects carried out by a single club are
eligible for this award, and only one club per district may
be nominated.
The award was received on behalf of the Thomasville
Rotary Club by President Karl Milliren and project co-
chairs Dr. David Williams and Dr. Christian Brandyberry.
