Meals of Hope started in 2007 in Naples, Florida with the goal to package and distribute fortified
meals to those in need. Summit Rotary, Greensboro, purchased equipment to accommodate an
85- person meal packing assembly line that produces approximately 32,000 fortified dried macaroni
and cheese meals (6 meals/bag) in a 2 hour session. The fortified meals are macaroni, soy protein,
21 vitamins and minerals, packet of cheese sauce. Cost per meal is 18.5 cents.

On February 22 , there will be two packing events. District Interact and Rotaract Clubs will pack in
a morning session. Rotarians, family and friends will provide manpower for the afternoon session.

Meal distribution is primarily through the non-profit Out of the Garden Project that provides back-
packs of food for students. These provide weekend meals for the 57% of the 73,000 students in
the Greensboro Guilford Country public schools who receive subsidized lunches. Additional meals
will also go to local food pantries. Participants in the 2014 packing may also designate an organiza-
tion to receive meals.

What is so great about Rotary is that we never "rest on our laurels," but are always forging ahead
"DOING GOOD IN THE WORLD." Our 2014-15 District Governor, Patrick Eakes has already
been to San Diego for training with his 500+ classmates from around the world and President-Elect
Training (PETS) is just a little more than a month away. As we begin in earnest planning for the
new Rotary year, we have some unfinished goals to achieve before June 30. Following are some
of those Foundation goals | hope your club is focusing on:

ALL Clubs Attain 100% Sustaining Member Status - District Governor Cookie Billings' goal
is to "Lead the World." By attaining 100% Sustaining Member status your club will be recognized
as a "First Class Club" at the District Conference at the Grove Park Inn, May 2 - 4. For the clubs
who have not officially attainted this status with the Rotary Foundation, your intentions to do so by
the end of the Rotary year will suffice. Please strive to get your contributions in during the April
and early May timeframe. Also, don't forget to donate a minimum of $100 for each member no
matter when they became a member of your club during the 2013-14 Rotary year.

ALL Clubs Maintain 100% Paul Harris Fellow Status - District 7690 has a proud distinction
of being the first District in the Rotary World that all members of every club were Paul Harris Fel-
lows at a given point in time. However, many clubs in the district have not maintained this 100%
Paul Harris Fellow status. For those clubs who are not currently 100%, | hope you will put forth the
effort to re-attain this status by the June 30, 2014.

A 10% Increase in giving to the Annual Fund from the 2012-13 Rotary year - Our giving to
the Annual Fund determines the available dollars that can be used by our clubs for the work we do
in our communities and around the world. Fifty percent of our contributions this Rotary year will
come back to our district in three years and can be used for District and Global Grant, Vocational
Training Teams and Scholarships. Let's top the $400,000 mark this year!

Who will be Number 14? It would be wonderful to recognize the next Triple Crown Club at
our District Conference in May. That club will have attained 100% Paul Harris, Sustaining and
Benefactor status. Many clubs are close to attaining this prestigious recognition and there is time to
achieve this distinction before District Conference.

Because of Rotary's current climate of inclusivity, it's hard to believe that from its creation in 1905 until
the 1980s, women were not allowed membership. In 1976, the Rotary Club of Duarte, California, defied
tradition and admitted three women. After getting their club charter revoked by Rotary International (RI)
in 1978, the Duarte club filed suit in California court, which ultimately ended up in the United States
Supreme Court. On May 4, 1987, the U.S.Supreme Court ruled in favor of the Duarte club and required
RI to remove the gender requirements from club charters. Since that time, most clubs in most countries
have extended membership to women.

Unfortunately, though progress has been made, women currently only account for about 15% of interna-
tional Rotary membership (22% in North America). However, women are increasingly moving into
senior leadership positions within RI. In fact, in 2013, Anne L. Matthews, a Rotarian from South Caro-
lina, began her term as the first female vice president of Rotary International. Nan McCreadie was
appointed as the first female president of Rotary International in Great Britain and Ireland (RIBI) in the
same year. We were also proud to induct our own Kathryn "Cookie" Billings as District Governor of
7690 in 2013.

The World Bank reports that in the United States, 50.8% of our population is female. Shouldn't our
Rotary Clubs take advantage of this substantial pool of potential outstanding Rotarians? To improve
these statistics and strengthen our clubs, the month of February has been designated as a month to
celebrate women in Rotary. In our district, it is a mandatory Gold Club requirement as follows:

"Celebrate Women in Rotary during the month of February 2014, with a recruitment event and a woman
speaker for at least one club meeting."

Please do your part to help our district achieve its goal of admitting more women into our clubs. Find
out the date in February that your club has a female speaker arranged and use this meeting to invite
other women to attend.

"A Gift"

Rebecca Howorka, Clemmons Rotary member, has something in common with Aristotole, Faith Hill and
Dave Thomas, founder of Wendy's. They were all adopted. This is Rebecca Howorka's story:

"My parents adopted me because there had not been a girl born into the family in 67 years and after
having three boys of their own they saw adoption as a way to have the girl they always wanted. At the
age of 24, Rebecca asked her adoptive father to do a search for her birth mother. He was able to find her
8 months later. Rebecca's birth mother married her birth father and they had 2 children, a girl and boy. It
has now been over 20 years since Rebecca had her father search for her birth mother. Three years ago,
Rebecca's birth father's sister, Rebecca's Aunt, who is a diabetic, was on dialysis and needed a kidney."
Guess who stepped up to the plate? | never had surgery before, but my aunt needed a kidney. Plus, if
she got a kidney and came home, then my uncle got to leave the nursing home and come home, too."

Rebecca recalls the surgery, "They fill you up with gas; and getting the gas out can be tiring and uncom-
fortable. The doctor told my husband to get me to walk as much as possible to help release the gas. "
Rebecca's husband had Rebecca walking a mile two days after surgery! Rebecca and her aunt had no
complications after their recovery. If it was not for Rebecca's curiosity in finding more about her heritage,
her aunt may still be on dialysis today. Rebecca said the one thing her adoptive mother told her after she
found her birth family is "You can never have too many people love you and you them."
