    RI Significant Achievement Award 
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    END POLIO NOW UPDATE 
The 2014-2015 year has been a record setting year in Polio Plus giving for Dis-

trict 7690. Thanks to all of our Rotary clubs and Rotarians for a great giving year 

to help Rotary End Polio Now. We finished the year with a record giving of 

$156,232 coming from 40 of our 49 clubs.  And District 7690 led all clubs in 

Zone 33 in per club giving with $3139.83.  Congratulations on a job well done 

as District 7690 continues to lead the way in our commitment to eradicate polio 

from the face of the earth! 

July 24, 2015 marked one year since Nigeria last reported a polio case caused 

by the wild poliovirus. This is the longest the country has ever gone without a 

case of polio, and itõs a critical step on the path toward a polio-free Africa. It was 

only a decade ago that polio struck 12,631 people in Africa in one year ñthree-

quarters of all cases in the world. 

August 11 will mark an even greater milestone: one year since the last case of 

polio in Africa. For Africa to be certified polio-free by the World Health Organiza-

tion, it must go two more years without a case of polio. To do this, all children in 

Nigeria must continue to receive the polio vaccine, including those in hard-to-

reach and underserved areas. 

Thirty one clubs in District 7690 identified their Club Polio Plus Chair by July 15 

as a mandatory requirement for Gold Club. If you havenõt identified your Club Po-

lio Plus Chair, please do so and enter it into the district database.  

We have a new Polio Plus Fundraising Toolkit for 2015-2016 that you can ac-

cess by going to the link on the District web page. In the toolkit you will find im-

portant updates on our efforts to eradicate polio, as well as various ideas to help 

your club reach your Polio Plus giving goal for 2015-2016.  

And you will also find a very òinformativeó video in the toolkit that shows how our 

immediate Past District Governor Patrick Eakes took a pie in the face to raise 

funds for Polio Plus at District Conference.  Now it is time for the rest of us in 

District 7690 to join PDG Patrick in this noble quest to òEnd Polio Nowó by taking 

a pie in the face and challenging others to meet that challenge. Maybe District 

Governor Larry Lassiter and District Polio Plus Chair Rick Snider can lead the 

way in 2015-2016. Just use #PiesforPolio7690 to record your sweet tasting 

event.  

Our Polio Plus giving goal for 2015-2016 is $150,000 as last year, and if every 

club averages $50 per member in giving in addition to the District Designated 

Funds commitment, we will reach our goal. We made it happen in 2014-2015; 

we can make it happen in 2015-2016!  And we are going to eradicate this most 

horrible disease from the face of the earth.

Iõm looking for a few champions.  Perhaps not the kind you might consider yourself to be ð not a spelling bee 

champion, or a PGA champion, or even a pit barbecue cookoff champion.  Iõm looking for champions for the 

CART Fund.  Coins For Alzheimerõs Research Trust Fund (www.CARTFund.org) was founded in 1995 by Rotary 

Club of Sumter (SC), and its goal is to send 100% of all monies raised (you read that right ð 100%!) directly to 

research physicians who are on the cutting edge of Alzheimerõs research.   

 

Weõve given over $5 million in research grants over the past 20 years to worthy recipients, including 

$500,000 at our annual board meeting in Columbia SC in May.  What are these researchers doing?  They are 

using our seed money to parlay their results into recognition by Big Pharma and the National Institutes of 

Health (which recently authorized a grant of over $7 million to our original grant recipient in 1999, Alan Levey 

at Emory University).  They are uncovering the root causes of ALZ (plaques, tangles, tau), looking for ways to 

understand ALZ (circadian clocks, ways to bypass the blood/brain barrier) or hopefully to find a cure for this 

insidious disease one day.   

 

If youõd like to learn more and havenõt heard the CART Fund story at your club (or if youõd like a 2015 update), 

email me at Gary.Everhart@thrivent.com to schedule a visit.  Since thereõs a 50% chance that youõll develop 

ALZ if you live past age 85, donõt wait.  The sooner we get the word out and funding up, the sooner Rotary can 

help defeat its second major disease ð one that is now #6 on the list of causes of death in the US.
