POLIO PLUSPDATE

In 2015, wild poliovirus transmission was at the lowest levels ever, with fewer
cases reported from fewer areas of fewer countries than ever befor&hrough
November, 66 wild poliovirus cases were reported from two countries
(Pakistan and Afghanistan), compared to 324 cases from nine countries dur-
ing the same period in 2014.

The last WPV1 case of polio in Afghanistan was reported in Kunar province on
November 3rd and the total number of WPV1 cases for 2015 remains at 17.

In Pakistan, 6 new wild poliovirus cases were reported in early December,
bringing the total number of cases in Pakistan this year to 49, compared to
275 by this time in 2014.

Last year Rotarians in District 7690 set a new giving record for Polio Plus with
total contributions of $156, 250. As of December 16, 2015 our District 7690
total giving to Polio Plus is $117,520 and we are on our way to a record giving
year. With the 2 to 1 match from the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation, if we
contribute $170,000 this year the net effect will be over $500,000 donated

by our District Rotarians, with over 800,000 children getting inoculated with
the polio vaccine.

Last year 41 of our 49 clubs contributed to the polio eradication effort. If all

49 clubs contribute this year and every club averages at least $50 per mem-

ber, we will easily surpass our 2012016 goal of $150,000. We are moving

ever closer to the worldwide eradication of polio, and when we reach that goal
