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Greensboro Club History 

The Greensboro Rotary Club was founded in 1916. We will be celebrating our 100'th Anniversary 

in Feb 2016. We are a large club with close to 300 members. Our signature project is the   Rotary 

Youth Leadership Project which we also started many years ago. We usually contribute around 

$30,000 per year for RI which makes us one of the largest contributors in that arena. We run over 

60 projects each year and will be adding three new ones in 2016-2017. We will be adding CART, 

Pigstock, and Jobs for All Rotarians (JAR) this year. We usually have the business leaders, civic 

leaders, and College Presidents in Greensboro in our club.  

  

 

Bobby Bain (2016-17 President) 

I joined the Greensboro Rotary club in 1985. I was a member of the Greensboro Jaycees from 

1972 to 1984 when I aged out at 35 years old. I was GGO Chairman in 1982. I am a Past Presi-

dent of the Boys & Girls Clubs of Greensboro and Crime Stoppers. I served 6 years on the Western 

Carolina Alzheimer's Association Chapter and was President my last year on their board. I am Pres-

ident of Bain Oil Company, Bain Heating & Air, and Triad Truck and Tank company. I am a second 

generation businessman and my son, Robert, (a Summit Rotarian) is the third generation family 

member at Bain. I have an Industrial Engineering degree at NCSU and a masters in Industrial    

Engineering also at NCSU. 
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Winston-Salem History 

The history of the Rotary Club of Winston-Salem follows the beginnings of Rotary.  The first Rotary Club in Chica-

go led shortly to a New York City Club in 1901.  The New York club led to a Philadelphia Club in 1911, which in 

turn started the Richmond, Virginia club in 1913.  A year later a club started in Roanoke, Virginia.  Both the 

Richmond and Roanoke clubs sponsored the Winston-Salem club.  Organizational meetings were held in Win-

ston-Salem in early 1915 and the first meeting with all 24 charter members in attendance was held on Novem-

ber 9, 1915.  On February 1, 1916, the club was officially chartered as a member of the òInternational Associa-

tion of Rotary Clubs,ó the 199th club to be chartered world-wide. 

 

The Winston-Salem Rotary Club was widely known in business, professional and social circles of Winston-Salem.  

The òTwin City Daily Sentineló published a regular column with club notes, carrying the Rotary logo and the Rota-

ry Code of Ethics.  Initial members included an academic, auto dealer, obstetrician, tobacco warehouseman, 

banker, merchant, cotton broker and insurance agent. 

 

The club held continuous meetings through the duration of WWI.  In 1918 Thomas Edison, Henry Ford and Har-

vey Firestone were traveling from Asheville to Richmond when their car broke down.  Members of our club were 

sent to fetch them and host them while their car was being repaired. 

 

In 1921 the Rotary club embarked on its most ambitious project, Camp Rotary, on High Rock Lake, which would 

be used for years by scout and YMCA groups.  Forty-four (44) members were added in 1921.  By 1925 our club 

had eighty (80) members, most of whom were influential in the life of Winston-Salem.  However, club attend-

ance ranked very low.  By the mid 1920õs the club began meeting at the Robert E. Lee Hotel, the grandest in 

North Carolina, where it stayed for fifty (50) years.  Between 1915 and 1930 Winston-Salem was the largest city 

in North Carolina.  Rotarians led the growth of industry that propelled the surge in population. 

 

During the Depression years, our club funded school lunches in nine (9) schools and provided funds to keep 

public parks open.  The years of World War II sent many Rotarians into the Armed Forces. 

In 1968 a second Rotary Club was established with the help of the Rotary Club of Winston-Salem, called the 

Stratford Rotary Club.  In 1970 Jewish and African-American men joined the club. 

In the 1970õs the benevolent interests of the club shifted to student scholarships for college and various social 

services needs.  By 1976 the club had over 200 members. 

 

In 1984 a third Rotary Club, the Reynolda Club, was started in Winston-Salem with the help of our club and the 

Stratford Club.    Winston-Salem Rotary led our District when it became the first club to admit women in 1987.  

Of the four women first admitted, two (Betty Quick and Sophie Cody) are still members. 

 

Winston-Salem Rotary now donates over $46,000.00 per year through its Benevolent Fund to local charities.  It 

also is one of the Districtõs largest supporters of the Rotary Foundation. 

 

In March 2016 Winston-Salem Rotary celebrated its centennial year with a formal dinner party.  Many old and 

young Rotarians attended.  We eagerly look forward to our next one hundred (100) years.
